e Preference given to students with a family member employed in a trade related to
construction/development

Applications will be disseminated via social media beginning in the fall semester. Completed
applications should be emailed to apply@rhghomes.com by March 31. An application is
considered complete once application, essay, and acceptance letter/proof of enrollment are
received. All scholarship decisions will be made by the Community Foundation selection
committee.

Funds will be dispersed to scholarship recipients according to guidelines set forth by the
Community Foundation of Northeast Georgia.
